Welcome to The University of Iowa Residence Halls

Welcome! Now that classes
have begun, you should be get-
ting settled into your new living
environment. We wanted to in-
troduce our staff and apprise
you of the various services avail-
able to you in your new home.

Within the residence halls
there are a number of staff per-
sons available to help you-from
custodial staff cleaning the halls
to your Resident Assistant (RA)
just down the hall or the profes-
sional staff living in your build-
ing. Your building is full of
helpful people. Each residence
hall floor has a RA assigned to it.
If you haven’t met your RA yet,
take the time to introduce your-
self. Your RA has lots of helpful
information for you regarding
the floor and building in which
you reside. As well, your RA is
trained in many crisis and con-
flict resolution skills; he/she is
well prepared to tackle any issue
you may be experiencing. Your
RA will make every effort to in-
clude you in all floor activities.
If you want to know how to get
involved on your floor or in
your building, talk to your RA.
They will be happy to assist you.

Every residence hall has a hall
coordinator, a live-in professional
staff member. This person super-
vises the RA staff, advises the hall
government association, hears
discipline cases, supervises the
students who staff the desk, and
serves on an on-call rotation. RA
staff is available 24 hours a day, 7
days a week. If you ever need as-
sistance, contact the 24 hour desk
to reach one of these individuals.

In addition to the live-in pro-
fessional staff, each 24 hour desk
has an 8 a.m. - 4:30 p.m. profes-
sional desk clerk or secretary.
These staff members are available
to help with missing keys, chang-
ing permanent room space, and
many other things.

University Housing Policy for Alcohol Violations

University Housing, together with the Office of the Vice president for Student Services, has updated its procedure for assess-
ing fines for Residence Hall Alcohol Policy violations. Monetary fines will be issued in addition to the standard disciplinary
sanctions (such as a disciplinary warning or probationary status). The amount of the fine ranges from $200 to $700 depend-
ing upon the circumstances of the violation. Also depending upon the circumstances, a resident could be evicted from the
residence halls for a first or second violation. Fines will also be assessed for drug policy violations. Know the policy! Go

Football Weekends and Guests in the Residence Halls

With several "big" football
weekends quickly arriving, we
want to make sure all residents
understand their responsibili-
ties. During these weekends,
there may be a large number of
guests in the residence halls.
We would like to extend to you
some reminders:

* All non-UI guests staying
overnight must be registered at
the front desk of your resi-
dence hall. If overnight guests
are not registered, they will be
asked to leave the residence
hall.

* Roommates must approve
of all overnight guests or the
guests will be asked to leave.

* Before your guests arrive
on campus, make them aware
of residence hall policies, in-
cluding drug and alcohol poli-
cies.

* Remember, all guests are
responsible for following all
residence hall policies.

* Any person who enters
your room and violates a pol-
icy becomes your responsibil-
ity, regardless of whether you
were in your room, aware of
the policy violation, or were
active in the violation.

* You have the right to tell
people they cannot violate poli-
cies. Call your 24 hour desk

and ask for an RA to come to
your room to help.

* Students from other col-
leges/universities who are in
Ul residence hall rooms when
policies are violated may have
their cases sent back to their
home campuses for possible
disciplinary action and may be
banned from The University of
Iowa Campus.

* If the violation does not
occur in your room but you are
aware of it and stay present,
you will be held responsible as
well.

Residents will not be able to
use the excuse that their guests

were solely responsible for the
violation, or that their guests
created the circumstances.
Guests who are violating pol-
icy or are present in a room
where policies are being vio-
lated will be asked to immedi-
ately leave campus and/or may
be subject to arrest.

By reviewing residence hall
policies and ensuring that your
guests know them, you can
make this year's football sea-
son memorable for all the right
reasons.

Meal Plan Changes

All residence hall stu-
dents, except upperclass stu-
dents who live in Mayflower
or live in a room with a Uni-
versity kitchen, are required
to have a meal plan as part of
the room and board contract.
If you want to change to a
different meal plan, you may
do so at this website, http://
housing.uiowa.edu/
mealplans. The deadline for
changes is Friday, Septem-
ber 18, 2009. After that date,
no changes may be made un-
til second semester. (The sec-
ond semester deadline for
changes is Friday, February
12,2010.)

For ONLY returning or
transfer students who live in
Mayflower or live in a room
with a University kitchen—in
addition to changing your
meal plan as explained above,
you have the opportunity to
cancel the meal portion of
your room and board contract
(if you have a meal plan). To
cancel your meal plan you
must go to the Contracts and
Assignments area of Univer-
sity Housing at 4141 Burge
Hall. The deadline for cancels
is 4:30 pm Friday, September
4,2009. After that date, no
meal plan cancellations will be
accepted until second

The second semes-
ter deadline for cancels is Fri-
day, January 29, 2010. Re-
member, only returning or
transfer students living in a
room with a kitchen are eligi-
ble to cancel their meal plan.

New this year- as part
of a 14 or 20 meal plan, stu-
dents will have guest meals
included in their plan. Stu-
dents with a 14-meal plan will
have four guest meals per se-
mester and students with a 20
-meal plan will have six per
semester. Students must in-
form the checker at the Mar-
ket Place that they would like
to use a guest meal.
